RENEW is a “Model Program” with the National Dropout Prevention Center and is a research-based intervention.  It is a structured school-to-career transition planning and individualized teaming process for youth who struggle with meeting school behavior and academic expectations, despite previous interventions. The model focuses on supporting each youth to design and pursue a plan for the transition from school to adult life. RENEW has substantially increased high school completion, employment, and postsecondary education participation rates among our most vulnerable youth. We believe this intervention can have positive outcomes for your student.
As a teacher of a RENEW student, you may be asked to support simple daily progress monitoring for the student to assess the effectiveness of the intervention.  You may also be approached by the student or facilitator to participate in action group planning with the student.  If so you will receive regular communication from the student or facilitator and will be supported in being able to attend meetings.  You will be asked to protect your student’s confidentiality during this process by not discussing the details of the work of the action group. Your student and his/her facilitator, and action group members, thank you in advance for your support with helping your student succeed.
