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What should my child learn in K&4?

Counting

O Know numbers and count to 10.

O Identify whether the number of objects in one group is greater than, less
than, or equal to the number of objects in another group.

O Identify money (pennies, nickels, dimes).

Operations

O Understand addition as putting together and subtraction as taking apart.

Measurement and Data

O Describe and compare objects by size, weight, and capacity (long-short,
light-heavy, holds more or less).

O Classify objects and count the number of objects in each category (for
example, triangles, squares, rectangles, red cars).

Geometry

O Identify and describe flat shapes (number of sides in a square).

Mathematical Practice

Make sense of problems and persevere in solving them.
Construct viable arguments and critique the reasoning of others.
Use appropriate tools strategically.

Attend to precision.
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
